REGISTER OF BY-LAWS

As per The Local Government Act 1999 Chapter 12 Part 1

246—Powers to make by-laws

(3) A by-law cannot be made unless—

(a) the by-law is made at a meeting of the council where at least two-thirds of the members of the
council are present; and
(b) the relevant resolution is supported by an absolute majority of members of the council.

(4) A council must not make a by-law unless or until the council has obtained a certificate, in the
prescribed form, signed by a legal practitioner certifying that, in the opinion of the legal
practitioner—

(a) the council has power to make the by-law by virtue of a statutory power specified in the
certificate; and
(b) the by-law is not in conflict with this Act.

(5) Subject to subsection (6), a by-law comes into operation four months after the day on which it is
published in the Gazette or from a later day or days fixed in the by-law.

251—EXxpiry of by-laws

(1) A by-law made under this Act, and all subsequent by-laws altering that by-law, unless it has
already expired or been revoked, expire on 1 January of the year following the year in which the
seventh anniversary of the day on which the by-law was made falls.

(2) For the purposes of this section, a by-law will be taken to have been made on the day on which it

is published in the Gazette or, in the case of a model by-law, the day on which the notice of the
resolution adopting the model by-law is published in the Gazette.

By-Law No. 2 — Moveable Signs — Adopted 19 January 2016 Expires January 2023

By-Law No. 3 — Local Government Land — Adopted 17 July 2012 Expires July 2019
